Pirate Classic

The Pirate Classic has been designed with the small band in mind.  All band judges are being selected based on their teaching experience.  Any information regarding the grade level of students, school size and etc. will be made available to the judges per each individual director’s request.  The classifications will be structured to ensure that bands will be competing with other bands their own size.

The contest will be held at Estes-Hudson Stadium and is located at Winfield Middle School in Winfield, AL.  Winfield is located just minutes from I-22 (Corridor X) and is easily accessible from Highway’s 13, 43 and 78.

An entry fee of $75 per band must accompany the application and be received by September 23, 2011.  We look forward to hosting this year’s contest and hope you will consider attending.

Awards
· All bands that earn a Superior or Excellent rating will receive a trophy.  Trophies will be presented to all captions (Drum Major, Percussion, Color Guard, Majorette, Dance) that earn a Superior rating.  

· Any band may perform for comments only.

· All captions will receive ratings unless otherwise requested.  

· Best in Class awards will be awarded in each caption.  

· In order for an auxiliary group to be eligible for Best in Class awards, there must be a minimum of 3 students in the group.  

· Best in Class Band will be determined by combining the band scores (75%) and Percussion score (25%). 

Classification

Based on total number of winds and percussion combined.  
(100 total band members is the maximum allowed to perform.)
A = 1-30

AA = 31-40

AAA = 41-50

AAAA = 51 plus (100 total member max)
Registration will be limited to the first 25 bands.  Any band will be able to move up a classification but no band will be allowed to move down in classification.  Performance order is determined by postmark of payment.  Earliest postmarks perform last in class.

Adjudication

Band judges will be selected based on their experience.  Drum major, majorette, dance line, color guard and percussion judges will be selected based on their experience in each individual caption.

Scoring:
80-100 
Superior (I)

60-79.9 Excellent (II)

Below 60
Good (III)

Other information

· Bands will be given 15 minutes to enter the field, perform and exit the field.  Show length should be between 5-10 minutes.  Bands will be judged on how well they do what they do.   

· A fully stocked concession stand will open 1 hour prior to the start of the contest.

· A First Aid station will be available throughout the contest.

· Admission will be $5 and children under 6 are free.  There will be one (1) chaperone pass for each ten (10) students participating in the festival.  Administrator and coaches passes will be honored at the gate.

· A hospitality room will be provided for directors, staff, administrators and bus drivers.
